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[Style of Proceeding]





Minutes of Settlement





Except for the granting of a divorce order, these minutes constitute a full and final settlement of all issues arising in this action and arising out of the status of the petitioner and respondent as husband and wife and otherwise.





It is a term of this settlement that the petitioner's claim for a divorce will be heard by the Court on an uncontested basis.





It is a further term of this settlement that the petitioner and the respondent shall consent to a judgment of the Court in this action on the following terms:





(1)	The petitioner and respondent shall each retain all assets presently in their respective possession or respective names as their own separate property absolutely.





(2)	On or before [month, day, year] the respondent will pay to the petitioner $ [amount] in satisfaction of all claims by the petitioner.





(3)	All the claims of the petitioner and respondent pursuant to the Family Relations Act and to the Divorce Act, except for the granting of a divorce order, shall be dismissed as if there had been a trial on their merits.





(4)	Each party shall bear his or her own costs.
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
