	(d)	pursuant to the provisions of ss. 65 and 66, an order that such property of the defendant as may seem just and reasonable to this Court, be vested in the plaintiff;





(5)	pursuant to s. 67 of the Family Relations Act, s. 39 of the Law and Equity Act, and Rules 45 and 46 of the Supreme Court Rules, an order that the defendant be restrained and enjoined from disposing of, encumbering, assigning, or in any similar manner dealing with family assets, or of any assets in which the petitioner has, or may have, an interest, pending final determination of this action, without the consent in writing of the petitioner or without further order of this Court;
