Notice of Motion—Order Prohibiting Interference with a Child  [FP 57]








pursuant to s. 38 of the Family Relations Act and Rule 60(27) of the Supreme Court Rules, 





(1)	the [party], born on [date of birth of person to be restrained] shall not attempt to make contact or otherwise interfere with the child[ren], [for each child:  name, born birthdate];





(2)	the [party] shall not enter the premises at [address] or any other residence where the child[ren] shall reside from time to time; and





(3)	any peace officer having jurisdiction in the Province of British Columbia who on reasonable and probable grounds believes that the [party] is in breach of the terms of this order shall immediately arrest the [party] and bring [him/her] before this Court on the next Court day following the arrest to be dealt with on an inquiry to determine whether [he/she] has committed a breach of this order or is in contempt of the Court.
