(1)	full name[s] and birthdate[s] of child[ren]





(2)	mental and physical problems which the applicant and child[ren] may be experiencing, with teachers' reports and medical reports appended





(3)	incidents causing mental or physical harm to the applicant and child[ren] and the dates on which these incidents occurred





(4)	effect of behaviour of respondent on the applicant and child[ren] related to school, work, sleep, social life, etc.





(5)	history of respondent's psychiatric problems





(6)	criminal record of respondent





(7)	where possible, the date of birth of respondent (an order for the protection of persons will be incorporated into the Central Registry of Protection Orders created by the Ministry of the Attorney General (see §10.33).  To facilitate indexing and retrieval of restraining orders, the date of birth should be added to the order wherever possible; see PD 9D).
