Affidavit—Restraining Disposition of Family Assets �[FP 61]











The affidavit in support of an application to restrain the disposition of family assets should contain the following facts, as appropriate:








(1)	clear identification of assets





(2)	present location of assets





(3)	previous use of assets





(4)	ownership of assets





(5)	actions or statements of respondent which indicate that he or she might dispose of items





(6)	reasons why assets are to be considered family assets:





	(a)	length of marriage





	(b)	housekeeping and child care roles





	(c)	what previous opportunities of employment or advancement were given up to assist the other party to acquire assets





	(d)	what physical or monetary contribution was made toward the acquisition, preservation, or maintenance of assets





(7)	reasonable apprehension that the assets will be disposed of and that they cannot be replaced or compensation for any loss be paid out of the remaining assets





(8)	where an order is being sought that certain assets be delivered to the applicant, the registrar, or some other person, there must also be some evidence that the respondent is not inclined to obey court orders or agreements to restrict disposition or encumbering of assets
