Peace Officer Clause  [FP 98A]








THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that any peace officer having jurisdiction in the Province of British Columbia who on reasonable and probable grounds believes that the [non-custodial parent] is in breach of the terms of this [specify "custody order" or "restraining order" if other forms of relief, such as spousal or child maintenance, are included in the order] order shall immediately arrest the [non-custodial parent] and bring [him/her] before this court on the next court day following the arrest to be dealt with on an inquiry to determine whether [he/she] has committed a breach of this order or is in contempt of the court.





The following warning must appear prominently at the foot of any order containing a "peace officer clause".





NOTICE TO THE [Party], [Name]:





TAKE NOTICE that if you refuse or neglect to obey this order you are liable to arrest by a peace officer and to imprisonment for contempt of court.
