Access Order—Permanent  [FP 98B]








[If the parents have a very acrimonious relationship, it is desirable to include all of the details relating to access in the order to reduce the amount of friction which may otherwise arise.  The following are some of the provisions which counsel should consider asking the court to incorporate in an order to assist the parties as much as possible.





Problems are predictable with respect to some special days in the year, such as religious and statutory holidays, birthdays, and Mother's and Father's Day.  Counsel should consider presenting the court with a written proposal for access which deals with all of these special days.  Such a proposal assists the judge or master and also provides a convenient checklist for counsel when the judge or master gives judgment and when drafting the order.]





1.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the [non-custodial parent] shall have [reasonable/generous] access to the child[ren], including on special occasions and for extended holiday periods during the summer, Spring school break and late December school break; AND IN PARTICULAR the [non-custodial parent] shall have access to the child[ren] during Spring break in [year] for at least [number] consecutive days between [date] and [date], [or] [the exact dates of such access to be agreed upon between the parties or their solicitors];





2.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the [non-custodial parent] shall have reasonable telephone access to the child[ren], [add if necessary: the arrangements for such telephone access to be agreed upon by the parties through their solicitors];





3.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the [non-custodial parent] shall have reasonable access to the child[ren] including, but not limited to, the following schedule:





	(a)	Every [days] from [time] to [time];





	(b)	Every other weekend from [time] on [day] to [time] on [day], commencing on the weekend of [date year];





	(c)	On the alternate weekends from [time] to [time] on [possible days to choose from—usually Saturday or Sunday], PROVIDED THAT the [non-custodial parent] shall give the [custodial parent] notice by the preceding Sunday as to whether [he/she] wishes the following weekend's access to be exercised on [Saturday or Sunday];





4.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the [non-custodial parent] shall have access to the child[ren] for [number and length of periods of extended access] of each year, PROVIDED that the [non-custodial parent] shall give the [custodial parent] [written] notice as to when [he/she] intends to exercise access for these periods before the [date] of the year in which the access is to be exercised.  If the [non-custodial parent] does not give the [custodial parent] notice by [date], the periods of extended access shall be when the custodial parent chooses;





5.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the [non-custodial parent] shall give the [custodial parent] at least [number of hours/days] notice if [he/she] is unable to exercise access as set out in this order;





6.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the [non-custodial parent] shall have access to the child[ren] each [day of the week] from [time] to [time].  The [custodial parent] shall deliver the child[ren] to the [public place] located at [address] at [time] and the [non-custodial parent] shall return the child[ren] to the said [public place] at [time] unless otherwise agreed upon by the parties through their solicitors;





7.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the [non-custodial parent] shall have access to the child[ren] at the residence of the [custodial parent/neutral third party], located at [address where access to be exercised], and that the access shall be supervised by [neutral third party] or any other adult person agreed upon by the parties;





8.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the [custodial parent] shall not change the residence of [names of child[ren]] without notifying the [non-custodial parent] in writing of the date of the intended move and the new address; AND that the [custodial parent] shall not change the residence of the child[ren] to a location outside the [identify area with precision] without the prior written consent of the [non-custodial parent] or a court order.





9.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the [non-custodial parent] shall not change [his/her] residence without notifying the [custodial parent] in writing of the date of the intended move and the new address.





10.	THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS that neither of the parties shall remove the child[ren] from the [Province of British Columbia] without the other's written consent, such consent not to be unreasonably withheld, or a court order.
