Order to File Documents (Section 14)  [FP 136]





At the bottom of a section 14(1) order, set out section 14(3), (4), and (5); for example:








If you, [name], fail to comply with this order, you may be imprisoned for a term not exceeding 30 days.





The Family Maintenance Enforcement Act provides as follows:





14(3)	If the court finds that a debtor who has been summoned or apprehended under subsection (2) is capable of complying with an order made under subsection (1)(a) and has not complied with it, the court may order the debtor to be imprisoned for a term not exceeding 30 days.





14(4)	A payment made under subsection (1)(b) does not reduce or discharge the debtor's obligations under a maintenance order.





14(5)	The imprisonment of a debtor under subsection (3) does not discharge the debtor's duty to file a statement of finances and the prescribed documents.





Section 14(1)(a)





THIS COURT ORDERS that pursuant to section 14(1)(a) of the Family Maintenance Enforcement Act, the debtor, [name], file a statement of finances (or the prescribed form) at the Court Registry at [address], [city], British Columbia, before [month, day, year].





OR





Section 14(1)(b)





THIS COURT ORDERS that pursuant to section 14(1)(b) of the Family Maintenance Enforcement Act, the debtor, [name], pay to the creditor, [name], the sum of $ [amount] for the benefit of the creditor.





OR





Section 14(2)(a)





THIS COURT ORDERS that pursuant to section 14(2)(a) of the Family Maintenance Enforcement Act, a summons issue requiring the debtor, [name], to appear before the court at [address], [city], British Columbia, at the time set out in it.





OR





Section 14(2)(b)





THIS COURT ORDERS that pursuant to section 14(2)(b) of the Family Maintenance Enforcement Act, a warrant issue authorizing the apprehension of the debtor, [name], to bring [him/her] before the court to show cause why the order issued [date of the order made pursuant to section 14(1)(a)] should not be enforced.





OR





Section 14(3)





THIS COURT ORDERS that pursuant to section 14(3) of the Family Maintenance Enforcement Act, the debtor, [name], provide to the [creditor or the Director of Maintenance Enforcement] a statement of finances before [month, day, year], and, if the debtor defaults, [he/she] shall be imprisoned for a period of 30 days.
