Order—Determination of Liability of Attachee�(Section 16(4))  [FP 137]





The applicant will be either the attachee or the debtor; the respondent will be the director.








Section 16(4)(a)





THIS COURT ORDERS that pursuant to s. 16(4)(a) of the Family Maintenance Enforcement Act, the notice of attachment dated [month, day, year] directed to [attachee] be terminated.





Section 16(4)(b)





THIS COURT ORDERS that pursuant to s. 16(4)(b) of the Family Maintenance Enforcement Act, the issue of whether or not the attachee is liable under the notice of attachment be tried and that the within matter be set for trial on [month, day, year], [time of day].
