[3]	(1)	The petitioners are married to each other and are both over the age of nineteen.  [Where the facts are otherwise, set out the facts which are relevant to s. 3 of the Adoption Act.] 





	(2)	The petitioners want to adopt the child whose particulars of birth are set out in the birth registration.





	(3)	The petitioners notified the Director of Adoption [or Agency Administrator] of their intention to apply to the court for the adoption of the child on [month, day, year].





	(4)	The petitioners will refer to the report to be made to the court by the Director of Adoption [or Agency Administrator] to prove the following:





	(a)	that the petitioners have the ability to bring up, maintain, and educate the child;





	(b)	the propriety of the adoption; and





	(c)	that the petitioners have complied with the requirements of the Adoption Act.





	(5)	The petitioners wish the child to assume the surname [name] and the given name[s] [name(s)].





In a non-relative adoption, the petitioner should set out when the child was placed with the petitioners.





The facts upon which the petition is based should be the same as in FP 191.
