Affidavit—Application to Dispense with Birth Father's Consent  [FP 202]





If the Director of Adoption's report shows unequivocally that the natural father's whereabouts are unknown and that the relationship between the birth parents was short and is not ongoing, the affidavit may simply exhibit the Director of Adoption's report.  In that case the content of [1] in the standard form should read:








(1)	Attached to this affidavit as Exhibit A is a copy of the report of the Director of Adoption respecting the adoption of the [male/female] child whose [province/state/country] birth registration number is [number].





If there is insufficient information in the Director of Adoption's report, the affidavit should set out the following:





[The following information will also be relevant to the application and should be included if known or believed to be true:]





[1]	(1)	the efforts made to determine the whereabouts and identity of the birth father; 





	(2)	the duration of his relationship with the birth mother;





	(3)	that the relationship is not ongoing;





	(4)	that the birth father has not shown any interest in the child;





	(5)	that the birth father has expressed a wish not to be involved with the child.
