(7)	I am neither directly nor indirectly a party to an agreement or conspiracy to subvert the administration of justice, or to any agreement, understanding, or arrangement to fabricate or suppress evidence or to deceive the court.



(8)	[If the ground for divorce is adultery or cruelty:]



I have not condoned the conduct of the respondent alleged as the grounds for divorce in that, having full knowledge of that conduct, I have not forgiven the respondent for it with an actual intention to forgive and to be reconciled with the respondent.



(9)	[If the ground for divorce is adultery or cruelty:]



I have not knowingly, wilfully, or recklessly permitted, induced, or encouraged the respondent to commit the act or conduct alleged as the grounds for divorce, or stood idly by and acquiesced in the commission of the act or conduct with the intention and in the expectation that the respondent would commit that act or conduct.
