(1)	grades attended and schools





(2)	special expenses for schooling, recreation, or health showing past standards or reasons for needs





CUSTODY





(1)	special health or education needs of the children, and how the children differ from each other





(2)	names of schools and grades and location relative to home





(3)	how each parent has been involved in their upbringing (e.g., routines, assistance with school work, discipline, activities, play or recreation, coaching teams, individual child pursuits or interests)





(4)	any schedule of interaction between parents and children since separation





(5)	hours of work of spouses and how each parent is able to accommodate their schedule to the children’s need





(6)	spouses' schedules away from home and children when not at work (e.g., evening recreation, courses, etc.)





(7)	evidence as to other spouse's unsuitability to have joint or sole custody of children (e.g., drug dependency, history of abuse, incidents of irresponsibility)





(8)	evidence of stability of applicant (e.g., willingness to promote access, plans to care for the children, efforts made to help children and self to come to terms with the separation by, e.g., taking parent education courses or consulting with people who are familiar with child care issues)





(9)	involvement with family and friends who are located near the children





(10)	relationship of each child to each other and to each spouse, and how the individual needs of each child could be met by time with each parent





(11)	appended medical or educational records that give insight into which spouse should be preferred





(12)	extent of access agreeable to applicant





(13)	evidence of other alternative caregivers
