The following are additional terms contained in an order recently granted in Bissett v. Heaps (December 12, 1997), New Westminster S017910 (B.C.S.C.). The husband had been sentenced to two previous terms of imprisonment for contempt and on both occasions the sheriff did not hold him in custody, but released him with an electronic monitor.  As a result of the following order, the husband served two-thirds of the 30-day sentence; authorities indicated that if the judge wanted him to serve 30 days, 45-days’ imprisonment should have been ordered.





AND THIS COURT FURTHER ORDERS the [party], [name of person committed] to surrender himself to the sheriff at the [location of courthouse] courthouse at [time of day] on [date] to begin serving this sentence;
