Attachment Order (Section 24)  [FP 142]





The parties must comply with the Court Order Enforcement Act and the Family Maintenance Enforcement Act Regulations as to the amount to be deducted from wages, salary, or other remuneration.








THIS COURT ORDERS that pursuant to s. 24 of the Family Maintenance Enforcement Act, 





(a)	the wages of the debtor, [name], be attached in the amount of $ [amount] per month or such other less sum or sums not exceeding the amount prescribed in Part One of the Court Order Enforcement Act for a garnishing order, such monies to be applied to the current maintenance payments for the support of the child[ren], [for each child:  name, born birthdate]; and





(b)	a copy of the attachment order be served upon the debtor's employer:  [name and address]; [if necessary, include the addresses of the company that should be served, for example, the head office, payroll office, etc.].
