Facts to be included in an application to vary a spousal maintenance order are as follows:





(1)	change in condition, means, or other circumstances of either former spouse since the last order was made (Divorce Act, s. 17(4.1));





(2)	where spousal maintenance has terminated by the terms of a prior order, how the change in circumstance is related to the marriage (Divorce Act, s. 17(10)).





Facts to be included in an application to vary a child maintenance order would include any change that would result in a different child support order under the Guidelines.  See also FP 113B above.

Case law respecting variation of child maintenance orders is developing rapidly and should be carefully reviewed.  See section 6.58A to section 6.58F for discussion of the Federal Child Support Guidelines.





Facts to be included in an application to vary a custody order are as follows:





(1)	change in condition, means, or other circumstances of the child[ren] since the last order was made (Divorce Act, s. 17(5)); and





(2)	facts relating to the best interests of the child[ren] [see FP 53].
