	(2)	The child, whose particulars of birth are set out in the birth registration, be adopted as the child of the petitioner[s].





	(3)	The child assume the surname, [name], and the given name[s], [state the names].





[2]	(1)	The petitioner[s]. 





	(2)	[Names of any other persons whose affidavits will be relied on;  parties should be designated by status or relationship, e.g., child, natural mother, or natural father, and not by proper name.]





[The following facts must be included:]





[3]	(1)	Age of the petitioner(s). 





	(2)	Where the natural parents were married (if applicable).





	(3)	The consent of both natural parents or reasons for the omission of a consent.  





	(4)	Date and place of birth of the child.  The usual wording is “The petitioners desire to adopt  . . .”





	(5)	Name of the person who has had care of the child since birth. If more than one person, agency, hospital etc., has been involved, set out continuous history of caregivers with dates of care.





	(6)	Whether the petitioners are married and, if so, the date and place of marriage.





	(7)	Occupation of the petitioner(s).





	(8)	That the petitioner(s) have the ability to bring up, maintain, and educate the child.





	(9)	Whether the petitioner(s) have any other children and, if so, particulars of their ages and place of residence.





	(10)	Whether there is in place an order for access by a non-custodial parent. 





	(11)	The extent to which any non-adopting natural parent has supported or exercised access to the child.





	(12)	Any unusual relevant circumstances.





	(13)	That the applicants are residents of British Columbia as defined in the Adoption Regulation.





	(14)	The date of placement with the applicants, and the date of notice of placement delivered to the Director of Adoption or agency administrator.
